PUBLIC COMMENT
There was no public comment.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
It was moved by Fugle/S/Nadritch/C/ with Garvey abstaining to approve the August 18, 1999 minutes.
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REPORT ON ELECTRIC ENERGY PURCHASE FOR SEPTEMBER 1999
Elena Schmid reported that for the month of September, ABAG POWER continued to purchase its
power from PG&E Energy Services.

REPORT ON ELECTRIC BILLING ACTIVITIES
Christine Cleary reviewed the actual billing system.  Changing to actual billing system has had a
positive effect for our members.  It has been noticed there are less phone calls and past due accounts. A
Request for Proposal (RFP) for billing agent services was sent out.  Only one proposal has been
received.   Staff will reissue the RFP for an additional week to solicit additional proposals

REVIEW OF 1999 SIX-MONTH ELECTRIC PROGRAM STATUS REPORT
David Finigan summarized the six-month status report on the electric program. The electric program
experienced some significant deviations on some of expenditures.  First, we paid more for energy than
anticipated due to high spring electric market conditions. Fortunately, our ISO costs were much lower as
this agency corrected its cost allocation system to credit our program for certain expenses made in 1998.
Administrative costs were in line.  The decrease in PG&E’s transmission and distribution costs primarily
reflects the cycle of paying these expenses.  These expenses are normally paid three times a month.
Some months, however, we are billed two or four times for this expense which will distort this monthly
expense. We received a late bill in December and only two bills in January that made January's actual
number lower that normal. Actual revenues were fairly close to the budget projection.

It should be noted that during the second half of 1999 the electric program would receive the renewable
energy rebates from the California Energy Commission.  This additional revenue will offset the program
cost as this saving is passed on to member agencies in the electric program.  The estimated amount of
this renewable energy rebate is $700,000 to  $900,000 for 1999.

REPORT ON NATURAL GAS PROGRAM
Dave Finigan reported that the members’ approvals of the first amendment to the Natural Gas
Aggregation Agreement are in process.  This amendment extends the program for three years. Finigan is
working on bringing in new members.  The City of Santa Rosa will be joining the natural gas program.
The Oakland Base Reuse Authority and Central Contra Costa Sanitary District may also be joining the
natural gas program.

APPROVAL OF WAIVER OF ELECTRIC PROGRAM PARTICIPATION NOTIFICATION 
Motion was made by Nadritch /S/Garvey /C/ to approve waiver of member's notification to remain in
electric program from sixty to thirty days which will extend the date to November 30, 1999.  This will
allow members to attend the POWER Conference and to hear the status of the electric program before
they decide on whether to stay in the program.

PROGRAM MANAGER'S REPORT
Elena Schmid reported on a number of items.  (1) It is anticipated that PG&E’s rate freeze will most
likely continue for a year.  (2) Assembly bill # 1421 (Rod Wright) passed the Legislature and is on the
Governor’s desk for signature.  This bill would stop any further unbundling in the natural gas program.
(3) Elena wanted the Executive Committee to note that we no longer need an agenda item on CellNet
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meters since meter installation is now up to date.  (4) The POWER Conference will be held on October
28, 1999 in Oakland.  The Annual Board of Director's meeting for ABAG POWER will be held on the
afternoon of  the same day.
