9:30am SB 4 - SB 50: TRANSIT-RICH/JOBS-RICH UPZONING

Senate Bill 50 and Senate Bill 4 were among the most discussed
housing bills in committee this year. The respective authors of these
bills, State Senators Scott Wiener and Mike McGuire, reached a deal
last month to incorporate many SB 4 provisions into SB 50. We are
honored to be joined by State Senator Mike McGuire and Ann
Fryman of State Senator Wiener’s Office.

Senator McGuire's SB 4 sought to address concerns that SB 50 was
taking too much of a "one size fits all" approach to upzoning. Hear
from Senator McGuire on his successful push for geographic
thresholds and by-right fourplex provisions.

10:30am Senate Bill 50: Transit-Rich/Job-Rich Upzoning
SB 50 creates a new Equitable Communities Incentive to allow up 4-
5 story residential buildings within 1/2-1/4-mile of rail and ferry
stations and density bonuses in high-frequency bus and job-rich
areas. SB 50 was recently amended to incorporate much of SB 4 and
exclude counties > 600,000 from some provisions.
