Between 2010 and 2016 the Bay Area added 722,000 new jobs but only 106,000 new housing units. 

This imbalance of job growth far outpacing housing growth varies across the region – it is particularly acute in Marin County with 20 new jobs for every house permitted – but it is significant in every part of the Bay Area.

[[Bay Area cities and counties permitted 27,103 new housing units in 2017, more than either 2016 (20,868) or 2015 (20,495); but only 18 percent of these units were for very-low-, low- or moderate-income residents -- far below the number required by the state's Housing and Community Development Department.

The Region Has Not Built Enough Housing to Meet Demand
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Presentation Notes
This slide shows what it looks like in terms of income categories relative to housing need, housing production, and job growth.

If you look at this slide from the right and move to the left, you’ll see that for the high-income category, there was almost as much housing production as was called for in RHNA. But if you compare it to the level of job growth, there is still a significant gap.

You’ll see for the moderate and low-income categories that there is not nearly the level of housing that RHNA called for in terms of the need. And when you compare it to job growth, it’s a very small percentage of the region’s housing need.

This slide exemplifies what we’ve experienced in the region: that high-income earners are generally looking and moving into housing that was once middle-class housing and middle-income earners are moving into what were lower-income areas and that has led to a significant uptick in displacement and the expansion of homelessness throughout the region.



CASA was a panel of Bay Area leaders across various sectors convened by 
MTC and ABAG in 2017 to address the region’s housing affordability crisis by 
identifying and unifying behind bold, game-changing ideas.

CASA was convened by MTC and ABAG in 2017 to bring together the various groups in support of housing affordability who were often at cross-purposes – private developers, anti-displacement activists, affordable housing groups.

This convening was spurred by the realization that every issue that came before ABAG and MTC -  even purely transportation issues - was impacted by the need for affordable housing

The analysis in Plan Bay Area 2040 showed that - - given 1) the amount of funding available for affordable housing, 2) current development practices, and 3) current trend lines re employment growth - - things will only get a lot worse in the future without significant changes in how we produce housing, what types of housing gets produced, how we protect existing affordable housing, and how we protect communities from displacement.

This was the big idea behind CASA: to increase housing production at all levels of affordability, to preserve existing affordable housing, and to protect the most vulnerable people in the region from displacement.

• Housing is Issue #1 this year, led by Governor Newsom who has proposed 
$750 million in funding for local and regional agencies to plan for 
housing and pay for infrastructure. 

• Over 200 housing bills were introduced addressing a wide range of 
issues, spanning across the 3Ps.  

• Many, but not all, are authored by Bay Area legislators. 
• Most are statewide in scope and do not have a sunset date. 
• While many bills have missed a committee deadline and are no longer 

active this year, over 80 are moving forward. 



• ABAG & MTC convened a Housing Legislative Working Group comprised 
of two city representatives from each of the nine counties, plus one county 
to provide input on housing legislation that can inform the agencies’ 
advocacy efforts. 

• The HLWG met five times in April & early May.

• Based on input received from HLWG, other stakeholders and staff’s own 

analysis, staff made recommendations on 15 housing bills to the 
ABAG/MTC Legislation Committee, incorporating a number of suggestions 
into recommended amendments.
